It has now been
discovered that the strain
afflicting the Midwest is
H3N2. The Canine
Influenza vaccine that is
available was developed
for the H3N8 virus strain,

H3N2 has also caused
infection and respiratory
iliness in cats.

Vaccinate judiciously,
educate yourself. Never
combine a surgical
procedure such as a
spay/neuter with
vaccinations. Stay current
on the new vaccination
recommendations,
studies are showing dog’s
need vaccination far less
frequently than
previously thought.

1 Poor quality dog food
laden with chemicals,
contaminants and colors.

! Overuse of antibiotics and
medications containing
steroids.

1 Environmental toxins
such as household
herbicides and pesticides,
including but not limited
to systemic flea
treatments and chemical
lawn treatments.

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Fleas & Nematodes

Here in the mild and rainy
Pacific Northwest, we don't
always even get a winter
reprieve from fleas. Treating
your dog with systemic
chemicals monthly is costly
at best, and potentially
harmful to their health. And
with many systemic flea
treatments the flea still has
to bite your pet in order to
work. Yuck.

Did you know the majority
of a flea’s life cycle is not
spent on the host animal? If
you treat your environment,
you greatly decrease the
likelihood of fleas even
making it on to your dog.

Beneficial nematodes are a
safe way to treat your lawn
and landscaping.

When you use nematodes
you are releasing a vast
military force of microscopic
flea predators that seek and
destroy fleas in their egg,
larvae and pupae stages,
effectively decimating their
population. These
nematodes are not harmful
to beneficial insects, pets or
humans.

There are several strains of
nematodes available.
"Steinernema

carpocapsae” are best
suited to cooler climates,
and are most effective
against mobile pests such as
termites, fleas, webworms,
sod webworm and more.

Dogs in Pickups: Recipe for Disaster

Carrying dogs in pickup
trucks poses a threat to
both the animal and other
motorists.

Dogs riding in the back of
pickup trucks may look like
they’re having fun. With
nose testing the wind and
ears flopping, the dogs
seem to enjoy the trip. And
they get to go with their
master, after all.

According to Washington State
Law (RCW 46.61.660) it is illegal
to transport any animal on the
running board, fenders, hood or
other outside part of a vehicle
without a suitable harness, cage
or enclosure to protect the animal
from falling or being thrown out.
Violators face a $124 fine.

Whether the dog enjoys the
ride or not, she is in great
danger riding in the open
truck bed. If you hit a
bump, swerve to avoid an
obstacle, or brake
suddenly, your dog could
easily fly out of the truck. If
the fall doesn’t injure or Kkill
the dog, it is likely that
another car will. And in an
attempt to avoid hitting the
fallen dog, another driver
may cause ensuing
accidents.

Tying the dog to the truck
bed is dangerous. Ropes
and leashes become nooses
if the dog should be jolted
out of the truck.

And don't
forget to securely strap the crate
in. Remember there is no heat or
air conditioning back there, so
keep the weather in mind.

ears and cause serious
damage. Take your dog
along for the ride, but let
her ride secured in front
with you. She will enjoy the
trip a lot more if she
doesn’t have to fight for her
life against gravity,
momentum, and traffic to
get there.
